Free Clinic Sees More Patients through Partnership with Montgomery Regional Hospital

In July 2009, a new osteopathic Internal Medicine “Continuity Clinic” was introduced at the Free Clinic in Christiansburg providing greater access to health care to the Clinic’s uninsured adult patients and allowing uninsured patients to be seen two afternoons each week by internal medicine (IM) residents of Montgomery Regional Hospital, Blacksburg.

This year, uninsured patients can now be seen three afternoons each week by IM residents of MRH. The doctors see patients during three-half day appointment blocks. The resident becomes the patient’s primary doctor, seeing him or her for the remainder of the residency training period. Because of this commitment, the patient will receive greater continuity of care that is so important to many of the chronically-ill patients that call the Free Clinic their medical home.

Montgomery Regional Hospital’s collaboration with the Free Clinic provides an expansion of the hospital’s IM program giving a greater depth of experience to the resident as they prepare for practice.
